Paxton House is an 18th century Palladian mansion designed by John and James 
Adam. The House and 80 acres of designed landscape and gardens are located five 
miles from Berwick upon Tweed. The River Tweed that signifies the border between 
Scotland and England provides the southern boundary to the Estate. The collections 
at Paxton are exceptional, with one of the largest collections by Chippendale and 
Trotter furniture which is recognised by Museums Galleries Scotland (MGS) as 
nationally significant.  In 1988, the House and Estate was gifted by John Home 
Robertson to the nation for the benefit and enjoyment of everyone with a Charitable 
Trust established to manage and progress the next development of the House as a 
key heritage and cultural visitor attraction.    
 
2020 and 2021 have been turbulent years for the UK, as a result of the Coronavirus 
Pandemic, and Paxton House have been affected by this. No part of the business 
has been untouched by these changes and new ways of working remain vital to our 
continued progress.
